Junior Corps Dancers:
Jeunesse Classique Ballet Society (JCBS) is preparing for the 2017 production of The Nutcracker which will have four amazing performances at the University Theatre at the University of Calgary. Your dancer could be a part of The Nutcracker with a role in the first act as a Junior Corps dancer.  This is a wonderful opportunity for a young ballet dancer to fully experience the stage and be a part of a Ballet Performance. Participation in The Nutcracker includes: attending rehearsals, practice sessions, dress rehearsals, run throughs and performances. In addition to the professional instruction and rehearsing received, the dancers wear high quality costumes, and perform on stage with props, lighting and special effects to complete the performance experience. On performance days, the Junior Corps dancers will be released to their Parent/Guardian at intermission. It is encouraged that Junior Corps dancers join the audience for the second act to experience the magic of the ballet performance! Remember to pick up a theatre ticket for your little dancer once ticket sales are launched!
Dancer Patron: 
In Ballet, a “Patron” is someone who cares for a dancer’s needs so that the dancer can concentrate on his or her art - usually, this is the parent.  All JCBS dancers require a Patron who will be responsible to pay your fees, post bonds and contribute volunteer support to the production of The Nutcracker. Parents are typically the Patron, however, friends or relatives over the age of 18 years may also be a Patron. Every Junior Corps Patron is required to volunteer for a pre-show task necessary to bring the performance to the stage. Some of the pre-show volunteering tasks for Junior Corps Patrons include: sizing for costumes, assisting with wardrobe fitting sessions, taking inventory of costumes, gift wrapping for fundraising, prop repairs, distribution of posters and advertisements or  promoting The Nutcracker tickets sales. The Junior Corps Patron will also be required to volunteer backstage on performance days. You may be asked to volunteer to assist with costumes, supervise the younger dancers or expand your skills in the many volunteer positions available.
